PWALT AND EXAMINATIONS POLICY

Heriot-Watt University is committed to providing timely and constructive feedback to
students across all programmes, locations, and modes of study. Feedback is an essential
part of the student learning experience, enabling students to understand their progress
and improve their performance.

FEEDBACK Students should be informed of feedback procedures at the start of their
PROCEDURES programme and throughout their studies, with details on the format and
date of feedback available on the Virtual Learning Environment (VLE). The
University's feedback approach is outlined in the Feedback on Coursework
Policy and Feedback on Examination Performance Policy.

Feedback on both formative (non-credit bearing) and summative (credit-

This policy applies to all
Heriot-Watt University programmes, regardless of location or mode of study,
except for the following:
